THERMOSTAT INSTALLATION

The instructions listed below describe how to properly
install the outdoorthermostat for packaged unitheat pump
applications as required by HUD. See Figure 1.

NOTE: Please referto the installation instructions supplied
with the unit and the branding kit for proper wiring of
the outdoor thermostat. Some wiring and quick connect
terminals neededtoinstall the outdoot thermostat are field
supplied. Thermostat terminal designations may vary.

The opening temperature for the outdoor thermostat is
45° F + 5° F and the closing temperature is 30° F + 6° F.
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
