INSTALLATION OF REPLACEMENT KIT

1. Set Indoor thermostat system switch to the “OFF” position.

2. Turn off all electrical powerto the appliance before removing
the control compartment louvered access panel.

3. Locate control board and remove the 5, 12, and 16 pin male
plug connectors from the board.

4. Remove the remaining wires from the old board one at a
time and connect them to the new control board as they
are removed to prevent possible mis-wiring. If wires are
too short to reach due to factory routing, mark each one
individually to prevent mis-wiring.

5.Remove the old board by cutting off the four(4) mounting
standoffs. Install the new board in the same location by
snapping the feet into the mounting holes. NOTE: Use
care to apply pressure only at the mounting studs.

6. Reconnect the wiring and check final connections per the
wiring diagram affixed to the inside of the control access
panel or installation instructions provided with the unit.

7. Turn power back on to the unit and check the furnace for
proper operation per the installation instructions provided
with the unit.
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
