HIGH ALTITUDE CONVERSION

Conversion of this furnace to replace the pressure
switch must be made by qualified service
personnel, using factory authorized or approved
parts. With this kit you should have received:

1. High altitude conversion label
2. Pressure switch
3. These instructions

Pressure Switch Conversion for High Altitude
Applications

The directions to convert the furnace are given
below:

1. Disconnect all electrical power to the
furnace.

2. Removethe access door(s) fromthe front of
the unit.

3. Turnthe gasvalve knobto the OFF position.

4. Shut off the gas to the unit.

5. Disconnect the electrical leads to the
pressure switch. Itis notnecessary to mark

the leads as polarity does not matter across
the switch.

Remove the hose from the pressure
switch and remove the fasteners that
secure the pressure switch to the burner
box.

Discard the old pressure switch.

From the kit, install the new high
altitude pressure switch using the same
fasteners that were removed above.

Reattach the hose to the pressure
switch port in the same manner as it was
removed.

Reattachthe electrical leadsto the pressure
switch.

Affix the high altitude conversion label
near the rating plate.

Turn on the electrical power to the
furnace.

. Turn the gas valve knob to the ON position.

Follow the start-up procedure outlined in
the installation instructions provided with
the furnace. Verify that the furnace is
operating properly after the conversion.
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
