This kitis used to anchor Nordyne large packaged AC/HP  Installation procedure for installing anchor
units and gas pack units to the roof curb. Instructions for 4.

installing these anchors are given below.

1. ltis recommended that this kit be installed on the unit
before connecting electrical wiringand ducting. It may
be installed later if necessary.

Afterthe unitis positioned on the curbinstall the anchor
brackets as illustrated below. Use the gasketed sheet
metal screws provided to secure the unit to the curb.
Position the bracket and pre-drill 3/16" dia. holes
through the flashing, wood strip and curb before installing

the wind resistance and anchoring requirements for 5
mechanical equipmentin Florida hurricane zones. This kit ’
will secure these units to the roof curb and withstand a
maximum wind speed of 130 MPH or 3-second guststo 150
