INTRODUCTION

The drip hood kit is designed for use in split system heat
pump products. The kit consists of a sheet metal bracket

and a screw for mounting. The kit is intended to prevent

condensate from dripping onto the control board.

The installation sequence is as follows:

Disconnect all power to the unit.

Remove access panel from unit: This will expose
the electrical components for the condenser.

Install drip hood: Using the screw provided and the
existing hole in the control panel attach the drip hood
to the control panel. See figure below.

Install the access panel and apply power to the unit.
The system is now ready for operation.
