Is the measure of efficiency at maximum cooling load. The 
higher the number, the more efficient the unit.

It is a measure of the average number of Btu of heat delivered 
for every Watt-hour of electricity used by the heat pump over the 
heating season. 

It measures the amount of heat actually delivered to your house 
compared to the amount of fuel that you must supply to the 
furnace. Thus, a furnace that has an 80% AFUE rating converts 

out of the chimney. 

As ratings increase, so does unit efficiency.
